}What are the primary sources of revenue for 
Maricopa County?
ƁProperty Taxes ðtax on real and personal 
property.  These funds are used for the Countyõs 
general operations.

ƁState Shared Sales Tax ðshare of the State of 
Arizonaõs sales tax used to fund the general 
operations of the County

ƁLicenses, permits, fees and charges for services 
ðcharges to customers receiving licenses, 
permits or services from the County 

ƁGrants and payments from other governments



}What are the primary sources of revenue for 
Maricopa County?
ƁState Shared Vehicle License Tax ðshare of the 

personal property tax on vehicles collected by the 
State of Arizona used to fund general and 
transportation - related expenditures

ƁJail Excise Tax ðvoter approved special sales tax to 
fund detention construction and operations

ƁState Shared Highway User Revenue Fees ðshare of 
the  fees collected by the State of Arizona and 
passed through to Counties to fund construction 
and maintenance of streets and highways

ƁFund Balance ðOne- time funding used for capital 
and technology projects
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}Prior to the economic downturn, property 
values were increasing annually, reaching a 
high of $58 billion in assessed value in fiscal 
year 2009

}In addition, new construction was added to 
the rolls each year, also increasing the 
assessed value to be taxed 

}Both these helped keep the tax rate down



}Since the downturn, property values have 
been experiencing double digit declines each 
year

}Construction has almost ground to a halt, so 
few new properties have been added to the 
rolls, so new construction no longer can help 
keep the rate down

}Result:  to collect the same amount of taxes, 
the rate would need to increase

}FY 2012 Tax Bill Savings from County Policies
ƁòPay as You Goó Capital saves Debt Service taxes:

¶$76.8 million

ƁSelf- imposed District Levy Limits:

¶$60.7 million

ƁSelf- imposed Flat or Reduced Primary Tax Levy

¶$60.6 million

}Since FY 2002, these policies have saved 
taxpayers $692 million in property taxes
