Ms. Meredith Bond provided with a breakdown Tier Il reports by city and town. Buckeye
had 48, Chandler had 148, Gilbert had 188, Glendale had 95, Goodyear had 37, Mesa
had 231, Peoria had 70, Phoenix had 853, Scottsdale had 144, and Tempe had 143.

Ms. Bond also provided a breakdown of EHS chemical facility tier 1l reports by city and
town. Buckeye had 39, Chandler had 112, Gilbert had 52, Glendale had 50, Goodyear
had 15, Mesa had 138, Peoria had 47, Phoenix had 450, Scottsdale had 72, Tempe had
