Ms. Bond discussed the changes made to the LEPC plan and explained that it will go to 
AZSERC after approval for final review. She asked the committee for a vote to approve 
the updated plan. Mike Fusco motioned to accept and pass the updated LEPC Hazmat 
Plan with requested changes included.  Gary Smith seconded and the motion was 
passed unanimously.
