The project will include architectural, electrical and AC design services to produce permit submission documents for renovation of existing or construction of new Main Distribution of Fiber (MDF) and Intermediate Distribution of Fiber (IDF) rooms in existing County facilities. The design construction budget is approximately $17,000,000 annually for the life of the program including fixtures and equipment.
The scope of services will likely include: programming, design, site planning,  and construction administration for the following disciplines which will include: architectural, structural, mechanical, electrical, plumbing, environmental (related to construction activity), signage/graphics, civil (onsite and offsite), cost estimating, acoustical and interior finishes, telecommunications systems (data and phone), and security systems.
The selected architectural firm may be assigned to work as a team with the Maricopa County Project Manager the selected Job Order Contractors (two General Commercial and two Commercial Electrical) and all user groups to deliver this project. It is anticipated that the construction of this project will be delivered by several Job Order Contractors to be selected before the schematic design phase. The selected architectural firm will be required to assist with this process and serve as a member of the contractor selection committee.
It is Maricopa County’s policy to provide small businesses the opportunity to participate in the County’s solicitation process and to be considered to fulfill the requirements for various commodities and services.
