The district and the consultant will mutually 
agree to a detailed scope of work for each work assignment prior to the commencement of any work. A 
not-to-exceed fee will be negotiated for each work assignment prior to notice to proceed with each 
assignment. This negotiated fee will be in accordance with the rates included as Exhibit B to the contract. 
All work assignments authorized under this contract will be for district engineering services, GIS services, 
and digital data processing.

BIDS AND AWARD FOR 83RD AVENUE & PINNACLE PEAK ROAD

carried (5-0) to authorize the Flood Control District of Maricopa County to issue an invitation for bids for 
Contract FCD 2006C005, 83rd Avenue & Pinnacle Peak Road Drainage Improvements Project No. 450, 
and to award the contract to the lowest responsive responsible bidder if the bid is not more than 10% over 
the engineer's estimate.

EXCEPTION TO EMPLOYEE COMPENSATION PLAN 
 
Item Summary.  Motion was made by Director Wilcox, seconded by Director Kunasek, and unanimously 
carried (5-0) to request an exception to the Maricopa County Employee Compensation Plan, Section VI - 
Permanent Salary Advancements, granting approval of non-merit salary advancements retroactive to July 
18, 2005.   

 
Additional Information.  A market study was implemented in Public Works on July 18, 2005. It was 
discovered that Richard Ayon, a Flood Control District employee,  was promoted on July 18, 2005, and 
would have been paid more had he stayed in his previous position instead of taking the promotion. In 
order to remedy this inequity, it was determined that Mr. Ayon should receive at least the pay rate he 
would have received had he not been promoted. The District will absorb the fiscal impact of the additional 
compensation.
