Summary of Situation: 
      The Cave Creek Complex continues to burn, primarily to the north.  The last estimate 
of the size of the fire is still 46,000 acres, although it has grown since this morning.  
Containment is estimated at 5%.  The portion of the fire that burned to the south across 
Bartlett Lake Road has run up against the previously-burned Bart Fire, and its rate of 
spread has slowed.  Forest Service officials have confirmed 11 houses lost in Camp 
Creek.   A small spot fire has been reported north of Continental Mountain, located north

        The Maricopa County Sheriff’s Office Mobile Command Post, located at the 
intersection of Bartlett Lake Road and Cave Creek Road, continues to provide 
coordination of MCSO, sheriff’s posse, and animal rescue resources.   
      The Type 1 Fire Team with Jeff Whitney as Incident Manager is managing the 
operation from its Incident Command post located at the Desert Sonoran Middle School 
in Cave Creek.  The PIO for the team is Art Morrison at cell phone number 505-400-
9527. 
     The Jeff Whitney Type 1 Management Team has also been assigned responsibility for 
the management of another fire northeast of Black Canyon City.  This fire is named the 
Lousy Fire.     
     The Maricopa County EOC remains activated.  The MCSO liaison at the EOC stayed 
in continuous contact with law enforcement field agencies at both fire locations.  A 
liaison officer from the County EOC is on-scene to coordinate resources with the Type I 
Incident Management Team.  The Red Cross shelter at Desert Arroyo School closed at 
1:00 p.m. today due to lack of need.
