2009 Rules and Regulations

1. Participants must be registered by 8:45 a.m. to be eligible to
participate. The race begins promptly at 9:00 a.m.

2. Pre-registered participants must present the event
confirmation letter to receive free entry into the park.

3. Participants agree to follow directions provided by CAP
Security and event volunteers.

4. Participants agree to abide by any decision of a race official
relative to their ability to safely complete the race.

5. Participants agree to wear a race bib while on either event
course.

6.  Children under five are not allowed to participate in this
event.

7. Children between five and eighteen years of age must be
accompanied by a parent when on the dam.

8. Participants are not allowed to step over the guardrails on
the dam.

9. For safety and security reasons, the following are NOT
allowed on the dam (no exceptions):

Wheelchairs (motorized or manual)
Animals or pets of any kind

b. Backpacks (camel packs are okay)

10. Seniors age 65 years and older, and children age five years to
12 years are eligible to receive a 50% discount ar the time of
registration. Discount must be requested at the time of
registration and proof of age may be required. Refunds will
not be issued for failure to mention either discount (no
exceptions).

a.  Phone registrants must mention the senior and/or
child discount prior to processing the payment by
credit card. No refunds will be issued once transactions
are complete or the credit card is processed.

Directions: From I-17, proceed West on SR-74 (Carefree
Highway). Proceed north on Castle Hot Springs Road to the
Lake Pleasant Access Road (mile post 19) and turn right.
Proceed to the Main Gate. Pre-registered participants must
present the event parking pass to receive free entry into the park
(no exceptions).
