The Maricopa County Parks & Recreation Department (Parks) is seeking qualified General Commercial Contractors (Arizona State Registrar of Contractors B-01 License) to perform miscellaneous construction services, including limited pre-construction design services (i.e. professional services), for various projects to be determined such as repairs, additions,  renovations & remodeling at the various Maricopa County Parks utilizing Job Order Contracting (JOC) project delivery methods.  It is expected that one contract will be awarded by the Maricopa County Parks to two different general commercial contractors.   The individual firm’s contract period will be for a maximum of five (5) years after approval by the Maricopa County Board of Supervisors, maximum cumulative total of $3,000,000 per contract year, maximum $1,000,000 limit per task AND, depending on each fiscal years’ funding.  This will be a qualifications-based selection process. The successful JOC firm will have documented established successful work relationships with various qualified subcontractors, architects/engineering professionals (professional services), and knowledge of JOC project delivery methods. 

The Request for Qualifications (RFQ) packet is available for request beginning on Thursday, February 4, 2010 at 9:00 am Arizona Time via email only. RFQ requests may be made by contacting Roxana Rojo at roxanarojo@mail.maricopa.gov.  
Only those firms who request a copy of the RFQ packet and are sent a copy by Maricopa County Parks will be included on the Request for Qualifications Holders’ List and sent any subsequent amendments.  Firms receiving a copy of this packet through any other means must register as a Request for Qualifications holder by contacting Roxana Rojo at 602-506-8675.
A pre-submittal meeting will be conducted on Thursday, February 18, 2010 at 9:30 am Maricopa County Parks & Recreation Department 234 N Central Ave., Suite 6400 Phoenix, AZ 85004 (SWC of Central Ave and Van Buren). At this meeting, Park staff will discuss the JOC general scope of work, JOC procurement procedures/issues, and respond to questions from attendees. Park staff will not be available to respond to individual inquiries regarding the JOC general scope of work prior to this pre-submittal conference. The Parks Evaluation Committee will evaluate all responsive firms’ Statements of Qualifications submitted and intends to shortlist down to three (3) firms.  All firms will be notified of Short List selection or non-selection. The Parks will enter into discussions with the two highest ranked firms to execute a contract.  If Parks is unsuccessful in executing a contract with any of the highest ranked firms, the Parks may then negotiate with the next most qualified firm or may decide to terminate the selection process.  Once the contracts have been executed between the Parks and general contractors the other firms on the short list will be notified by phone and subsequently in writing, as appropriate.
Compliance with laws: the contractor and its sub-contractors, if any, warrant their compliance with all federal immigration laws and regulations that relate to their employees and their compliance with ARS 23-214, subsection A, and compliance with Arizona Revised Statues 35-391.06 and 35-393.06 business relations with Sudan and Iran.
It is Maricopa County’s policy to endeavor to ensure in every way possible that small business participation companies shall have the opportunity to provide professional services, materials, and contractual services to the county in a nondiscriminatory manner.
