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The Importance of Spay and Neuter

Each year, millions of animals are euthanized in
shelters across the country. Most of these animals
are happy and healthy and would make someone a
great companion if only there were enough homes.
Maricopa County Animal Care & Control (MCACC)
is dedicated to reducing the number of unwanted
pets through spaying and neutering. As Spring
arrives, so will the litters of unwanted puppies and
kittens.

Besides reducing the pet overpopulation, steriliza-
tion provide many benefits, both for pets and pet
owners:

Keeps your pet healthy, and helps reduce costly
medical bills.

Reduces the chance your pet will get lost, since he
or she wono6t have the
mate.

Helps prevent behavior problems, such as aggres-
sion, spraying, and marking territory.

Reduces the cost of a dog license, since the li-
cense for spayed or neutered dogs is only $16.

Pet Fire Safety

We hear all the time about fire safety and what we can do to

keep our family safe. But have you ever thought about how to

ensure your pets donoét

your family has to leave your house because of a fire? Do you

know what to do with your pets?

One of the most dangerous things in your household for pets is
burning candles. Long tails can very easily knock a candle over.

A couple of years ago, | got a call from the Alternative Placement Coordi-
nator, Janet Aviles, that a little puppy had a heavy door fall on his leg.
Resources were so limited that MCACC could not afford to have a

vet look at it and fix it. | was warned that no one knew how bad the break
was, but it could end up possibly costing thousands of dollars to get it set
and fixed. Janet was hoping | could help. | took one look at this sweet
little puppy and decided that he was my project! We were going to fix that
leg!

| took him to my vet, Dr. Brian. He said that the break was bad, but not in multiple places. He gave me a large
discount on the surgery and follow up care. So, rather than his care costing thousands of dollars, it only cost
about $800. Thank you, Dr. Brian!

We named the puppy Thumper since he thumped around on our tile floor in his little cast. Thumper lived with
us for several weeks while his leg healed. He was a very sweet puppy and got along well with our foster kit-
tens and our big dogs. Like many pets with injuries, he didn't realize he couldn't run with the big dogs and
played happily with my dogs Rico and Kohl.

Thumper was eventually adopted by a wonderful nurse at the VA
who has several other rescue dogs. She said everyone is doing great
and Thumper is well loved by all. (Thanks to Ann Siner for sharing
this story with us. Ann is a Friends of Animal Care and Control Board

member and animal lover.)
