You and your pet may have more in common
than you think. Are you sneezy and itchy? Do
your allergies drive you crazy? Well, your dog or
cat can suffer from allergies as well. Signs in-
clude itchy skin, with or without red inflamed
skin (this can be from inhaled allergens/food
allergies), hives (bumps), asthma/bronchitis
(cats), and vomiting with or without diarrhea or

skin signs (food). Your pets can develop secon-

One of the many cats that have dary bacterial and fungal skin infections as well

ing. Some animals may have clear ocular (eye) or nasal (nose) discharge. Allergy treatment de-
pends on the cause, severity and any response to previous treatments. Do not give your pet anti-
histamines without consulting your veterinarian. Some products that are available for people con-
tain ingredients that are considered toxins (such as caffeine) in animals. Though bathing would
seem like a great idea (and it is - as long as the animal is thoroughly dried afterward), special
shampoos may be needed due to the secondary infections. There are also prescription condition-
ers available for after shampooing (some of them are of the leave on variety) that decrease the

itch. Please consult your veterinarian if you suspect that your pet is experiencing allergic disease.
