	Collision

Injury to back, shoulder, or arm
	Loading area should be clear of objects when backing equipment

When stopped, set air brakes and chuck rear wheels

Follow proper backing procedures

	Climb into rear cab and start power unit up
	Slip and fall

Injury to back, shoulder, or arm


	Check engine fluids levels daily at start of shift

Do not operate unless properly trained on using equipment

Read Manual before hand

Personal Protective Equipment: steel toed boots, ear protection, hard hat

	Lower side ladder after disconnecting safety lock pin and carter pin, climb onto platform of truck
	Injury to back, shoulder, or arm

Pinching hands and fingers
	Grip ladder firmly with one hand while removing the safety lock pin with the other, carefully lower the ladder

PPE: gloves, steel toed boots, ear protection, hard hat
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	Grip static guard cable, pull needed length, and connect to storage drum after removing lid
	Injury to back, shoulder, or arm

Struck by cable if it recoils
	Grip cable firmly to prevent sudden recoil

PPE: gloves, steel toed boots, ear protection, hard hat

	Lift suction hose and connect to coupler on tank
	Injury to back, shoulder, or arm
	Two people required when connecting to tank

Grip house firmly with both hands

PPE: gloves, steel toed boots, ear protection, hard hat

	With drum uncovered, place bead mesh screen on drum and impel non-coupler end of filler house into screen orifice
	Injury to back, shoulder, or arm

Eye and respiratory irritations (MSDS)

Cuts and scrapes
	Avoid jagged cutting strip on mesh.

Avoid breathing any fumes or partials

PPE: Gloves, boots, goggles, dust masks, ear protection 

	Open and close proper levers to begin loading/transfer of beads
	Pinching hands and fingers

Slip and fall
	Do not operate unless properly trained on using equipment
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	Lift and place bags of bead into screen and empty

Note: Do not let drum go empty 
	Injury to back, shoulder, or arm

Cuts and scrapes

Eye and respiratory irritations
	When dropping bags over screen Use Proper Lifting Techniques each bag weight around 50 lbs

Avoid jagged cutting strip on mesh.

	Shut vales off once tank is full, empty filler house, disconnect from mesh screen and from coupler
	Injury to back, shoulder, or arm

	Grip static cable firmly to prevent injury when rewinding

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	Replace and secure ladder with safety carter pin
	Injury to back, shoulder, or arm


	Grip side ladder firmly and hold with one hand while securing with safety pin with the other hand

PPE: gloves, boots, ear protection, helmet

	Climb into rear cab and shut off power unit
	Slip and fall
	Do not hit any other switches, they may turn on other components, causing injury to others

PPE: Helmet, boots, ear protection, glasses

	Clean work area and dispose of trash
	Slip and fall

Injury to back, shoulder, or arm
	Dispose of trash in dumpster

PPE: Gloves, boots, glasses

	Perform equipment safety walk around, secure all equipment

Remove rear wheel chucks
	Property damage

Injury from unsecured equipment
	Secure all equipment and tools to prevent injury
