INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH US GEOLOGICAL SURVEY

approve Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) FCD2002A008 between the Flood Control District of 
Maricopa County (District) and the US Geological Survey (USGS) covering the period October 1, 2002, to 
September 30, 2003, to continue collecting data on local watersheds.  This has been an ongoing joint 
agreement for more than twenty years. The total cost of the IGA is $218,790.  The district costs under this 
agreement will be $109,395 with the USGS contributing the remaining $109,395. Payments are made 
quarterly.
