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Adult Incarceration 
Bookings decreased from January’s 11,113 to February’s 10,063.  The Average Daily Population 
decreased from 8,913 to 8,812.  The Pretrial Population decreased in February (6,144) compared to 
January (6,304).  The Sentenced Population increased from 2,161 in January to 2,225 in February. 
Agency Hold Populations decreased slightly from 394 in January to 390 in February.  Overall Average 
Length of Stay (ALOS) increased in February from 24.9 to 25.4 days.  The ALOS for sentenced 
decreased from 27.1 to 25.8 days, while the ALOS for Agency Holds increased from 59.4 to 60.1 days.  
Pretrial ALOS decreased from 8.2 to 6.6 days. 
 
 
 

Superior Court Filings & Case Processing 
Criminal filings increased slightly from January (3,473) to February (3,477). Terminations decreased 
from 3,379 to 3,205.  The resulting Clearance Rate was 92.2%.  The Active Pending Case Inventory 
decreased from 11,789 in January to 11,688 in February.  Filings into RCC decreased slightly in 
February (1,920) compared to January (1,976).  Inversely, Filings into EDC increased from 1,252 in 
January to 1,320 in February.  The Number of Trials Completed increased from 83 in January to 91 in 
February.  The Trial Rate increased from 2.4% to 2.6%. 
 
 

 

Justice Court Filings 
Forcible Detainer Filings decreased sharply from January (7,176) to February (5,541).  Overall Filings 
also decreased from January (37, 929) to February (34,699). 
 
 

 

Adult Probation 
Pretrial General Supervision decreased from January (752) to February (749); and Pretrial Intensive 
Supervision decreased, from 1,477 in January to 1,389 in February. Electronic Monitoring decreased 
from 287 (highest ever) to 279.  Levels of Standard Probation Supervision increased from 29,716 to 
29,805; while Levels of Intensive Probation Supervision decreased from 1,117 in January to 1,069.
