Adult Jail Incarceration
e Bookings increased from 8,688 in April to 8,879 in May.
e Releases decreased from 8,690 in April to 8,680 in May.
e The Average Daily Population (ADP) increased from 8,041 in April to 8,130 in May.
e The Pretrial ADP increased from 6,022 in April to 6,091 in May.
¢ The Sentenced ADP increased from 1,773 in April to 1,799 in May.
¢ The Agency Hold ADP remained the same from 192 in April to 192 in May.
e Overall Average Length of Stay (ALOS) at release decreased 27.9 in April to 26.3 in May.
