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INVITATION FOR BID FOR: HVAC FILTERS 
 
1.0 INTENT:  
 

The intent of this Solicitation is to establish a contract for various types of Heating, Ventilation and Air 
Conditioning (HVAC) filters in both standard and custom sizes for use by Maricopa County’s Facilities 
Management Department. 
 
The County reserves the right to award in whole or in part, by item or group of items, by section or 
geographic area, or make multiple awards, where such action best serves the County’s interest. 

 
2.0 SPECIFICATIONS:  
 

2.1 TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS: 
 

2.1.1 The county is seeking bids for three types of filters. 
2.1.1.1 Pleated filters 

 
2.1.1.1.1  If metal wire grids are used, they shall be corrosion-resistant 
 
2.1.1.1.2  Non-metal enclosing frames shall be water resistant, designed and 

glued on all sides in a manner that prevents collapse, bypass or other 
failure, in existing filter-bank environments, in spite of variances in 
atmospheric moisture conditions. 

 
2.1.1.1.3  Filters shall meet fire resistance requirements of Underwriters’ 

Laboratories UL 900, Class II. 
 
2.1.1.1.4  Size and airflow shall be indicated on the filters. 
 
2.1.1.1.5  Filters shall be constructed with (90) degree corners. 
 
2.1.1.1.6  Adhesive used shall be free of objectionable odor as determined by the 

county. 
 
2.1.1.1.7  MERV ratings for pleated filters shall 13 or higher. Filters shall have 

been tested in accordance with ASHRE 52.2 and 52.1, both as revised, 
and shall have a minimum arrestance rating of 93% and a minimum 
efficiency rating of 80%. 

 
2.1.1.2 Rigid Box filters 

 
2.1.1.2.1  Rigid Box filters shall be rated a minimum MERV 11 with a minimum 

efficiency rating of 60% 
  
2.1.1.2.2  Construction of filters shall include frames and headers of corrosion 

resistant galvanized steel. 
 

2.1.1.3 Tri-Dek air filters. The county is also asking for pricing on these brand name 
filters. No usage data is available. These filters are made of Dacron and 
manufactured by the Tri-Dim filter corporation. We will accept pricing on an 
equal product but will withhold award of an equal pending county testing. 

 
2.2 BRAND NAME 
 

The County reserves the right to request samples to determine quality and acceptability of 
materials bid by Contractor.  In some cases, brand names have been listed in order to define the 
desired quality and are not intended to be restrictive or to limit competition.  Materials 
substantially equivalent to those designated shall qualify for consideration. 
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2.3 USAGE REPORT: 
 

When requested, the Contractor shall furnish the County a quarterly usage report delineating the 
acquisition activity governed by the Contract.  The format of the report shall be approved by the 
County and shall disclose the quantity and dollar value of each contract item by individual unit. 
 

2.4 DELIVERY: 
 

Delivery shall be F.O.B. Destination within seven (7) days of receipt of Using Agency purchase 
order for standard sizes and 14 days of receipt for custom sizes, to any delivery location within 
Maricopa County. 
 

2.5 EXPEDITED DELIVERY: 
 

2.5.1 If the Using Agency determines that rush shipping or other alternate shipping is required, 
it shall notify the Contractor.  The Contractor shall determine any additional costs 
associated with such delivery terms and communicate that cost to the Using Agency. 

 
2.5.2 The Using Agency shall not advise the Contractor to proceed with an expedited shipment 

until acceptable terms are agreed upon and a purchase order is issued.  Upon agreeing to 
the additional costs, the Using Agency shall advise the Contractor to proceed. 

 
2.5.3 Upon receipt of material(s) and invoicing, the Using Agency shall ensure that any 

additional charges are in compliance with and do not exceed agreed to costs.  The Using 
Agency shall retain all documents related to these costs within the agency purchase file. 

 
2.6 SHIPPING DOCUMENTS: 
 

A packing list or other suitable shipping document shall accompany each shipment and shall 
include the following: 

 
2.6.1 Contract Serial number. 
 
2.6.2 Contractor’s name and address. 
 
2.6.3 Using Agency name and address. 

 
2.6.4 Using Agency purchase order number. 

 
2.6.5 A description of product(s) shipped, including item number(s), quantity (ies), number of 

containers and package number(s), as applicable. 
 

2.7 ACCEPTANCE: 
 

Upon delivery the material(s) shall be deemed accepted. All documentation shall be completed 
prior to final acceptance. 

 
2.8 WAREHOUSE/DISTRIBUTION CENTER: 
 

The Contractor shall have access to a warehouse/distribution center(s) and be capable of providing 
the material(s) listed herein at the delivery intervals specified within § 2.4. 

 
2.9 DISCONTINUED MATERIALS: 
 

2.9.1 In the event that a manufacturer discontinues materials, the County may allow the 
Contractor to provide a substitute for the discontinued item or may cancel the Contract.  
If the Contractor requests permission to substitute a new material, the Contractor shall 
provide the following to the County: 
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2.9.1.1 Documentation from the manufacturer that the material has been discontinued. 
 
2.9.1.2 Documentation that names the replacement material. 

 
2.9.1.3 Documentation that provides clear and convincing evidence that the 

replacement material meets or exceeds all specifications required by the 
original solicitation. 

 
2.9.1.4 Documentation that provides clear and convincing evidence that the 

replacement material will be compatible with all the functions or uses of the 
discontinued material. 

 
2.9.1.5 Documentation confirming that the price for the replacement is the same as or 

less than the discontinued material. 
 

2.9.2 Material discontinuance applies only to those materials specifically listed on any resultant 
contract.  This will not apply to catalog items not specifically listed on any resultant 
contract. 

 
2.10 INVOICES AND PAYMENTS: 
 

2.10.1 The Contractor shall submit two (2) legible copies of their detailed invoice before 
payment(s) can be made.  At a minimum, the invoice must provide the following 
information:

2.10.1.14 Mileage w/rate (if applicable) 
2.10.1.15 Arrival and completion time (if applicable) 
2.10.1.16 Total Amount Due 

 
Problems regarding billing or invoicing shall be directed to the using agency as 
listed on the Purchase Order. 

 
2.10.2 Payment will be made to the Contractor by Accounts Payable through the Maricopa 

County Vendor Express Payment Program.  This is an Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) 
process.  After Award the Contractor shall fill out an EFT Enrollment form (to be 
provided by the Procurement Officer) or as located on the County Department of Finance 
Website as a fillable PDF document (www.maricopa.gov/finance/).  

 
2.10.3 EFT payments to the routing and account numbers designated by the Contractor will 

include the details on the specific invoices that the payment covers.  The Contractor is 
required to discuss remittance delivery capabilities with their designated financial 
institution for access to those details.

2.11 TAX: 
 
Tax shall not be levied against labor. Sales/use tax will be determined by County. Tax will not be 
used in determining low price. 

 
3.0 SPECIAL TERMS & CONDITIONS: 
 

3.1 CONTRACT TERM: 
 

This Invitation for Bid is for awarding a firm, fixed-price purchasing contract to cover a three (3) 
year period. 

 
3.2 OPTION TO EXTEND: 

 
The County may, at their option and with the approval of the Contractor, extend the period of this 
Contract up to a maximum of three (3), one (1) year options, (or at the County’s sole discretion, 
extend the contract on a month to month basis for a maximum of six (6) months after expiration).  
The Contractor shall be notified in writing by the Materials Management Department of the 
County’s intention to extend the contract period at least thirty (30) calendar days prior to the 
expiration of the original contract period. 
 

3.3 PRICE ADJUSTMENTS: 
 

Any requests for reasonable price adjustments must be submitted sixty (60) days prior to the 
Contract anniversary date.  Requests for adjustment in cost of labor and/or materials must be 
supported by appropriate documentation.  The reasonableness of the request will be determined by 
comparing the request with the Consumer Price Index or by performing a market survey. 
 
Price adjustments, as reflected in the most current publication of the Manufacturer’s catalog are 
permitted once per contract year following award. 
 
If County agrees to the adjusted price terms, County shall issue written approval of the change. 
 

3.4 INDEMNIFICATION AND INSURANCE: 
 

3.4.1 INDEMNIFICATION 
 

To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor shall defend, indemnify, and hold 
harmless County, its agents, representatives, officers, directors, officials, and employees 
from and against all claims, damages, losses and expenses, including, but not limited to, 
attorney fees, court costs, expert witness fees, and the cost of appellate proceedings, 
relating to, arising out of, or alleged to have resulted from the negligent acts, errors, 
omissions or mistakes relating to the performance of this Contract.  Contractor’s duty to 
defend, indemnify and hold harmless County, its agents, representatives, officers, 
directors, officials, and employees shall arise in connection with any claim, damage, loss 
or expense that is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease, death, or injury to, 
impairment, or destruction of property, including loss of use resulting there from, caused 
by any negligent acts, errors, omissions or mistakes in the performance of this Contract 
including any person for whose acts, errors, omissions or mistakes Contractor may be 
legally liable. 
 
The amount and type of insurance coverage requirements set forth herein will in no way 
be construed as limiting the scope of the indemnity in this paragraph. 

 
The scope of this indemnification does not extend to the sole negligence of County. 
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3.5 INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS 
 

Contractor, at Contractor’s own expense, shall purchase and maintain the herein stipulated 
minimum insurance from a company or companies duly licensed by the State of Arizona and 
possessing a current A.M. Best, Inc. rating of B++6. In lieu of State of Arizona licensing, the 
stipulated insurance may be purchased from a company or companies, which are authorized to do 
business in the State of Arizona, provided that said insurance companies meet the approval of 
County. The form of any insurance policies and forms must be acceptable to County. 

 
All insurance required herein shall be maintained in full force and effect until all work or service 
required to be performed under the terms of the Contract is satisfactorily completed and formally 
accepted. Failure to do so may, at the sole discretion of County, constitute a material breach of this 
Contract. 
 
Contractor’s insurance shall be primary insurance as respects County, and any insurance or self-
insurance maintained by County shall not contribute to it. 
 
Any failure to comply with the claim reporting provisions of the insurance policies or any breach 
of an insurance policy warranty shall not affect the County’s right to coverage afforded under the 
insurance policies. 
 
The insurance policies may provide coverage that contains deductibles or self-insured retentions. 
Such deductible and/or self-insured retentions shall not be applicable with respect to the coverage 
provided to County under such policies. Contractor shall be solely responsible for the deductible 
and/or self-insured retention and County, at its option, may require Contractor to secure payment 
of such deductibles or self-insured retentions by a surety bond or an irrevocable and unconditional 
letter of credit. 
 
County reserves the right to request and to receive, within 10 working days, certified copies of any 
or all of the herein required insurance policies and/or endorsements. County shall not be obligated, 
however, to review such policies and/or endorsements or to advise Contractor of any deficiencies 
in such policies and endorsements, and such receipt shall not relieve Contractor from, or be 
deemed a waiver of County’s right to insist on strict fulfillment of Contractor’s obligations under 
this Contract. 
 
The insurance policies required by this Contract, except Workers’ Compensation, and Errors and 
Omissions, shall name County, its agents, representatives, officers, directors, officials and 
employees as Additional Insureds. 
 
The policies required hereunder, except Workers’ Compensation, and Errors and Omissions, shall 
contain a waiver of transfer of rights of recovery (subrogation) against County, its agents, 
representatives, officers, directors, officials and employees for any claims arising out of 
Contractor’s work or service. 
 
3.5.1 Commercial General Liability: 

 
Commercial General Liability insurance and, if necessary, Commercial Umbrella 
insurance with a limit of not less than $1,000,000 for each occurrence, $2,000,000 
Products/Completed Operations Aggregate, and $2,000,000 General Aggregate Limit. 
The policy shall include coverage for bodily injury, broad form property damage, 
personal injury, products and completed operations and blanket contractual coverage, and 
shall not contain any provision which would serve to limit third party action over claims. 
There shall be no endorsement or modification of the CGL limiting the scope of coverage 
for liability arising from explosion, collapse, or underground property damage. 
 

3.5.2 Automobile Liability: 
 
Commercial/Business Automobile Liability insurance and, if necessary, Commercial 
Umbrella insurance with a combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage 
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of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence with respect to any of the Contractor’s 
owned, hired, and non-owned vehicles assigned to or used in performance of the 
Contractor’s work or services under this Contract. 

 
3.5.3 Workers’ Compensation: 

 
Workers’ Compensation insurance to cover obligations imposed by federal and state 
statutes having jurisdiction of Contractor’s employees engaged in the performance of the 
work or services under this Contract; and Employer’s Liability insurance of not less than 
$100,000 for each accident, $100,000 disease for each employee, and $500,000 disease 
policy limit. (N.B. - $1,000,000 limits on larger contracts)  

 
Contractor waives all rights against County and its agents, officers, directors and 
employees for recovery of damages to the extent these damages are covered by the 
Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability or commercial umbrella liability 
insurance obtained by Contractor pursuant to this Contract. 

 
3.5.4 Certificates of Insurance. 

 
3.5.4.1 Prior to commencing work or services under this Contract, Contractor shall 

furnish the County with certificates of insurance, or formal endorsements as 
required by the Contract in the form provided by the County, issued by 
Contractor’s insurer(s), as evidence that policies providing the required 
coverage, conditions and limits required by this Contract are in full force and 
effect.  Such certificates shall identify this contract number and title. 

 
In the event any insurance policy (ies) required by this contract is (are) written 
on a “claims made” basis, coverage shall extend for two years past completion 
and acceptance of Contractor’s work or services and as evidenced by annual 
Certificates of Insurance. 

 
If a policy does expire during the life of the Contract, a renewal certificate must 
be sent to County fifteen (15) days prior to the expiration date. 
 

3.5.4.2 Cancellation and Expiration Notice. 
 

Insurance required herein shall not be permitted to expire, be canceled, or 
materially changed without thirty (30) days prior written notice to the County. 

 
3.6 PROCUREMENT CARD ORDERING CAPABILITY: 

 
It is the intent of Maricopa County to utilize a procurement card that may be used by the County 
from time to time, to place and make payment for orders under the Contract.  Contractors without 
this capability may be considered non-responsive and not eligible for award consideration. 
 

3.7 INTERNET ORDERING CAPABILITY: 
 

It is the intent of the County to utilize the Internet to place orders under this Contract.  Contractors 
without this capability may be considered non-responsive and not eligible for award consideration.   
 

3.8 NO GUARANTEED QUANTITIES. 
 

The Contractor understands and hereby acknowledges that the County makes no representations 
nor guarantees the Contractor any minimum or maximum number of units of product(s) to be 
provided under this Contract 
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3.9 ORDERING AUTHORITY. 
 

3.9.1 The Contractor should understand that any request for purchase of product(s) shall be 
accompanied by a valid purchase order, issued by Materials Management, or by a 
Certified Agency Procurement Aid (CAPA). 

 
3.9.2 County departments, cities, other counties, schools and special districts, universities, 

nonprofit educational and public health institutions may also purchase from under this 
Contract at their discretion and/or other state and local agencies (Customers) may procure 
the products under this Contract by the issuance of a purchase order to the Respondent.  
Purchase orders must cite the Contract number. 

 
3.9.3 Contract award is in accordance with the Maricopa County Procurement Code.  All 

requirements for the competitive award of this Contract have been met.  A purchase order 
for the product(s) is the only document necessary for Customers to purchase and for the 
Contractor to proceed with delivery of product(s) available under this Contract. 

 
3.9.4 Any attempt to represent any product not specifically awarded under this Contract is a 

violation of the Contract.  Any such action is subject to the legal and contractual remedies 
available to the County, inclusive of, but not limited to, Contract cancellation, suspension 
and/or debarment of the Contractor.
