	Note: Equipment Information

Equipment operates on 80psi air pressure. Upper roller is lowered & raised by lever located on side of applicator.
	Crushing of fingers or hands.

Loose clothing or jewelry may be caught between rollers.
	Appropriate training prior to operating equipment. 

Read and understand User’s Manual.

When equipment is not in use, a 2” x 4” x 6” wood block should be set between rollers or air pressure hose disconnected. 

Air pressure should be released when blocks are not set.

	With top roller raised, position variable   size sign blank & sign sheeting so that roller is lowered mid ways between sign.
	Crushing of fingers or hands

Sharp edges on sheet metal may cause cuts on fingers or hands.
	Operating personal should use extreme caution & observe no one else is within this work area that could accidentally hit equipment lever while in use.

PPE-beaded gloves, glasses, boots

	Lower top roller onto sign sheeting & sign blank by turning side lever down ¼ turn.

Note: no metal should be seen along sign blank edges
	Crushing of fingers or hands.

Loose clothing or jewelry may be caught 

between rollers.
	Reaching over to operate equipment may cause loose clothing or jewelry to get caught between rollers, therefore possibly causing other injury to upper body.

Roller is hand operated by hand crank located on the side of unit.

PPE-beaded gloves, glasses, boots

	Peel plastic backing of sheeting 8 to 10 inches & fold between sign blank & sheeting.

Note: hold sheeting up & away from aluminum blank with one hand
	Crushing of fingers or hands

Paper cuts on fingers


	Cut plastic backing with x-acto knife & peel backing so that sign facing may adhere to aluminum sign blank. 

When folding backing, make sure all parts of the facing adheres, otherwise sign will be ruined. 

PPE-beaded gloves, glasses, boots
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	With right hand, reach over to right side of applicator & grab crank handle. Turn handle to where sign pulls away from you. This will apply peeled sign sheeting to sign blank. 
	Crushed fingers or hands.

Loose clothing or jewelry may be caught between rollers. 
	Reaching over to grab crank handle may cause loose clothing to get caught between rollers when material is rolled through. 

Standing on side of applicator may cause sign sheeting to misalign if not guided through or held onto. 

Remove hands away from rollers when turning crank.

PPE-beaded gloves, glasses, boots

	Turn crank handle to where sign comes towards you & lift non-applied sheeting so that you may remove the rest of plastic backing.
	Crushed fingers or hands.

Loose clothing may be caught  

between rollers.
	Non-applied sheeting must lay across top roller away from sign blank. This will prevent error on sheeting application. 

Once applied sheet cannot be removed without tearing apart.

PPE- beaded gloves, glasses, boots

	Non-applied sheeting should be hanging over top roller towards you. Grab crank handle on right side of applicator, turn handle to where sign pulls away from you. This will apply rest of sheeting to sign blank.
	Crushed fingers or hands.

Loose clothing may be caught between 

rollers.
	Reaching over to grab handle may cause loose clothing to get caught between rollers when material is rolled through. 

Standing on side of applicator may cause sign sheeting to misalign if not guided through or held onto. 

Remove hands away from rollers when turning crank.

PPE-beaded gloves, glasses, boots
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	Continue turning handle so that sign goes back & forth under rollers. This process will firmly apply sign sheeting to sign blank.

Once entire sheeting is applied & adhered to sign blank, continue turning crank handle back & forth so that no air bubbles are noted on 

sheeting application. 

With this process you should be able to stand along side of applicator.
	Crushed fingers or hands.

Loose clothing may be caught between 

rollers.
	PPE-beaded gloves, glasses, boots

	Turn lever ¼ turn up to raise top roller & remove sign from applicator. Trim edges on sign.

Process completed, new sign made.
	Crushed fingers or hands.

Sharp edges on sign may cause cuts on 

fingers or hands


	Keep hands away from roller stabilizers. 

When air pressure is released & top roller raises hands will be injured. Be sure no one else is around equipment prior to releasing air pressure. Use x-acto knife to trim excess material along edge of new sign.
